DETAILED REPORT

Project: Organisation of the workshop and concert of the
Icelandic artists from the S.L.A.T.U.R. organisation

Dates of the activity: 26.-29.11.2015
Description of implemented activity:

The main project goal was to organise a workshop and a concert evening with the members
of Icelandic composers' collective S.LLAT.U.R. at the 16th NEXT festival for new and
contemporary music in Bratislava.

S.LLAT.U.R. is an artistically obtrusive composer collective centered in Reykjavik, Iceland.
Since 2005 its members have been working on various types of experiments. These include
animated notation using computer graphics, interactivity, various experiments with sounds
and tunings, performance art and the development of limited and isolated musical

universes.

NEXT Festival is the leading annual showcase of new, innovative contemporary music and
sound art in Slovakia, held annually in several venues in Bratislava. The festival is focused on
inspiring and influential contemporary artistic personalities who are often both composers
and performers of their music. During its rich history, many outstanding artists from all over
the world performed at the festival, representing the whole spectrum of innovative music
ranging from advanced composition, improvisation, live electro-acoustic music to
audiovisual performances and sound installations.

6 member of the S.L.A.T.U.R. (Torkell Atlason, Magnus Jensson, Péll lvan Pélsson, Jesper
Pedersen, Aki Asgeirsson a Hlynur Adils Vilmarsson) arrived to Bratislava on Thursday, 26th
November 2015. On the next day, Friday 27th at 13:00 the sound check started, after the
special sound system and projection equipment had been set up.

S.L.A.T.U.R. used in their performance self-made musical instruments in combination with
traditional instruments and new technologies. It’s also includes animations and generative
video projection linked to the music processes. Thus the artists needed extensive technical
preparations and sound check. On the same day in the evening, S.LA.T.U.R. had
performance, playing almost 2-hour-long set. Here is a brief overview of pictures from the
performance:



On 28th November at 10:30, the preparation of the workshop with the S.L.A.T.U.R. started
in the Space for Contemporary Culture A4 on Karpatska Street. They prepared special
instruments, interactive projections, etc. From 13:00-14:00 we had a common lunch and
discussed possibilities for future collaborations. The workshop started at 15:00. At the
beginning, the S.L.A.T.U.R. collective introduced themselves — the history and current
activities in the context of Icelandic and international new music scenes. Gradually, there
were introduced individual musicians: Torkell Atlason Magnus Jensson, Pall Ivan Palsson,
Jesper Pedersen, who were later joined by Aki Asgeirsson, and Hlynur Adils Vilmarsson.
Workshop participants got many interesting information about their individual musical
activities and aesthetical views on contemporary music and multimedia art, accompanied by
video examples and practical demonstrations. After the first part, the interactive section of



the workhop started, including individual examples with alternative musical instruments and
interactions with the projection, which played a role of an animated graphic score
containing instructions for players. Here is a brief overview of photos from the workshop:

In the evening, after 19:00 the concert program of the Next festival started, attended by
S.L.A.T.U.R. collective members as audience. During the evening, they also met important
Slovak as well as foreign artists (Andrej Gal, Daniel Téth, Jonas Gruska).

On November 29th, S.L.A.T.U.R. left Bratislava.

Objectives:

The workshop/public presentations and concerts with Icelandic composers were two events
that significantly contributed to the sharing of knowledge, skills and experience between the
participants — young music professionals from Slovakia and Iceland. Through the
presentations accompanied by hands-on practical examples covering the compositional
methods and techniques, the Icelandinc lecturers shared their aesthetic views and practical
know-how in the area of innovative contemporary music with their Slovak counterparts and
interested public. This fulfiled the aims of intercultural exchange based on personal
connection and experience.

The final concerts and performances presented the new musical works by Icelandic artists to
the wide audience in Slovakia. More than 250 visitors got the chance to experience the
unique work of some of the most interesting contemporary Icelandic composers live at the
NEXT Festival and thus enhanced their knowledge of the Icelandic culture.

Sustainability of the project:

For 2016, we are
planning performances of Slovak artists in Reykjavik (dates and names to be announced
later), applying for grant from the Fund for the Support of the Arts.

Datumy konania aktivity: 26.-29.11.2015
Popis implementovanej aktivity:
Hlavnym cielom projektu bolo zorganizovat workshop a koncertny vecer s ¢lenmi islandského

skladatelského kolektivu S.LLAT.U.R. v rdmci 16. roénika festivalu novej a stucasnej hudby
NEXT v Bratislave.

S.L.AT.U.R. je umelecky obtruzivny kolektiv so sidlom v Reykjaviku na Islande. Od roku 2005

jeho ¢lenovia pracuju na réznych druhoch experimentov. Tie zahfnaju animovanu notaciu za
pomoci pocitacovej grafiky, interaktivitu, rézne experimenty so zvukmi a ladeniami,
performance art a vyvoj limitovanych a izolovanych hudobnych svetov.

Festival NEXT je klucovou prehliadkou novej, inovativnej sucasnej hudby a zvukového
umenia na Slovensku, ktory sa kazdoro¢ne kona na réznych miestach v Bratislave. NEXT sa
snazi ponukat kazdy rok to vyber toho najzaujimavejSieho, ¢o sa na svetovej scéne deje.
Prehliadka dynamicky sa vyvijajucich smerov a vyraznych tvorivych osobnosti svetovej
scény vytvdra priestor pre prezentaciu aktualneho hudobného diania slovenskému aj
stredoeurdpskemu publiku, pricom jednym zcielov je tiez prepojit osobnosti slovenskej



hudobnej scény s medzinarodnym kontextom.

6 ¢lenov zoskupenia S.L.A.T.U.R. (Torkell Atlason, Magnus Jensson, Pall lvan Palsson, Jesper
Pedersen, Aki Asgeirsson a Hlynur Adils Vilmarsson) pricestovalo do Bratislavy vo $tvrtok 26.
novembra 2015. V piatok 27. novembra o 13:00 sa zacala ich technickd a zvukova skuska, po
tom, ako bola pripravena Specidlna zvukova aparatura a projek¢na technika. Vo svojom
vystupeni vyuZivaju vlastne vyrobené hudobné ndstroje v kombindcii s nastrojmi tradi¢nymi
a novymi technolégiami. Stcastou je aj projekcia, ktora interaktivne komunikuje s publikom
aje prepojend s procesmi pri vzniku predvadzaného hudobného diela. Preto sa muselo
vystlpenie precizne technicky pripravit.

Od 13:00 — 14:00 sme mali
spolocny pracovny obed, na ktorom sme rozvijali plany na dalSiu spolupracu.

0 15:00 sa zacal workshop, v Uvode ktorého sa predstavilo zoskupenie S.L.A.T.U.R. — jeho
histdria a aktivity. Postupne sa predstavili aj jednotlivi hudobnici: Torkell Atlason, Magnus
Jensson, Pall lvan Palsson, Jesper Pedersen, ku ktorym sa pridali Aki Asgeirsson a Hlynur
Adils Vilmarsson. U&astnici workshopu sa dozvedeli bliz$ie informacie o ich individualnych
hudobnych aktivitach a pohladoch na hudbu s ndzornymi video a fotografickymi ukazkami.
Nasledne sa zacala interaktivna cast worskhopu, v ktorej na jednotlivych prikladoch sa
vysvetlovali hudobno-vizualne elementy a navstevnici si mohli prakticky vyskusat tvorivé
metody, akymi skladatelia postupuju.

Prinos:

Workshop s verejnymi prezentaciami a koncerty islandskych skladatelov boli dve podujatia,
ktoré vyznamne prispeli k vymene poznania, zru¢nosti a skdsenosti medzi ucastnikmi —
mladymi hudobnymi profesionalmi zo Slovenska a Islandu, ale priniesli nové poznatky aj pre
SirSiu zainteresovanu verejnost. Prostrednictvom prezentdcii sprevadzanymi praktickymi
prikladmi priblizujucimi kompozicné metédy a techniky, islandski lektori zdielali svoje
estetické nazory a praktické know-how v oblasti inovativnej sucasnej hudby so svojimi
slovenskymi protipdlmi a zainteresovanym publikom. To naplnilo zdmer medzikultirne;j
vymeny zaloZenej na osobnom prepojeni a autentickej skusenosti.

Koncerty a audiovizudlne performancie v ramci festivalového vecera predstavili nové
hudobné diela islandskych umelcov Sirokému slovenskému publiku. VySe 250 navstevnikov
malo moznost zazit jedine¢né diela najzaujimavejsich sucasnych islandskych skladatelov
nazivo v ramci festivalu NEXT a tak rozsirilo svoje poznanie islandskej kultury.
